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Psychology Department Assessment Narrative: 

 

Introduction: 

This year’s assessment focused on three questions: (1) Trends in number of 

undergraduate majors over time; (2) Efforts to retain majors; and (3) Contributions of our 

undergraduate major to colleges outside of LAS. 

 

Assessment Findings: 

The number of majors (469 in spring, 2009) has been static. Since the department has no 

special admission requirements for becoming a major, the number of majors is probably a 

good indication of actual demand. However, the department does operate at close to 

capacity as measured by percentage of closed or near closed undergraduate classes in a 

given semester. For example, in the current semester 40% of our current undergraduate
