For admission to the Graduate School of Music, all
recordings should be no longer than 20 minutes and include both solo literature and six (6) high horn
orchestral excerpts of candidate’s choice. All material and/or sound files should be sent directly to c/o
Dr. Jeb Wallace at the above address (hard copy), or to email: jeb.wallace@wichita.edu. See the
attached list for required repertoire for the Wichita Symphony Orchestra, Third Horn position. You need
not include these in your preliminary recordings, but you will be required to play them, should you be
invited for a live audition.
